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Arrival/Dismissal

Students should not arrive any earlier than 10
minutes prior to the start of CCD. Students in
Grades Kindergarten and First are ONLY dismissed
when a parent/guardian comes directly to the
classroom to pick them up. Parents are expected to
be prompt in picking up their children. There will be
a fee charged fo parents who are consistently late in
picking up their children or who have not arrived by
5:15 p.m. If, for any reason, you are delayed in
picking up your child, please call the CCD Office to
notify us of the problem. If your child needs to be
dismissed from their class early, please write a note
to the catechist explaining the reason and time the
student needs to be dismissed. Please come directly
to the CCD Office to pick-up your child.

Absence/Tardy

Students are expected to have a consistent
attendance record in order to receive credit for the
year. This policy is strictly monitored, especially in
classes whose students are preparing to receive
sacraments. Parents should notify the CCD Office in
advance if a student is unable to attend CCD.
Students who are tardy will be required to check-in
at the CCD Office before going to class.

Green Benches

Please remind your child that the green benches
outside the 1°" Grade classroom are not to be jumped
on or off of as well as the not run around them. We
ask that parents help us to monitor the children in
the area before classes begin.

Emergency Information

Please keep the office updated when you move
and/or change telephone numbers (home, cell, etc.).
We need current information on all students for
emergency purposes.
